Memorising Spellings

Children need to memorise words that are not easily predictable at stage 5 and 6.   (This will include odd-bods)

It is important that we make this process as enjoyable as possible so that children are motivated to learn.

Provide them with a range of strategies to help them, and encourage experimentation.  This builds on stage 6 lesson 3 “See it Right” – looking at the tricky part of a word.
